BILL TEXT

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

  SECTION 1.  Section 8276.4 is added to the Fish and Game Code, to

read:

   8276.4.  (a) (1) The department, in coordination with the Ocean Protection Council, in coordination with and a the Dungeness crab advisory committee industry and other stakeholders, shall develop long-term management rules, plans, or programs for the Dungeness crab fishery consistent with the purposes described in subparagraph (C) of paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) of 
Section 35650 of the Public Resources Code to be submitted to either the commission or legislature by October 15, 2010.
   (2) The council may support the development of stakeholder

meetings and other processes that implement paragraph (1), including,

but not limited to, the establishment of an advisory body that

equitably represents crab fishermen from major crab ports in the

state.

(3) An advisory body shall consist of 19 members, and their alternates, from each port in California who are licensed to engage in the commercial Dungeness crab fishery.

 (A) Members shall be elected from licensed persons in their respective ports with the following allotment:


(i) four (4) members from Crescent City


(ii) one (1) member from Trinidad


(iii) three (3) members from Eureka

(iv) two (2) members from Ft. Bragg


(v) three (3) members from Bodega Bay


(vi) two (2) members from San Francisco

(vii) two (2) members from Half Moon Bay


(viii) two (1) member from ports south of Half Moon Bay


(ix) one (1) ex-officio non-California member with license from either the state of Oregon or Washington

(B) For ports with more than one representative, elected members and their alternates shall represent both the upper and lower, and in the case of three representatives middle, production levels produced from their port.  Production levels will be determined based on the average landing of a license holder during the previous five (5) years.

(C) Excepting administrative matters, all affirmative votes of the advisory body shall be a vote of not less than three-quarters of the voting members.

 (D)The council will use the advisory body, in coordination with other stakeholders, to help develop a set of rules, plans, or programs consistent with paragraph (a)(1).
(E)An advisory body developed under this subparagraph may become an official organ of the state only after approval by the commission or the legislature.

(F)The council, in implementing this section, shall prioritize the development of rules, plans, or programs that address latent permits, implications of effort limits in neighboring states, management to address the implications of the early season opening in CA, research needs of crab resource, and whether to submit for referendum vote the creation of a marketing council or commission pursuant to the Food and Agriculture code.

operate under new regulations that include, but are not necessarily

limited to, fishery permit limits, catch limits, season opening

dates, or any combination thereof, and are area specific. This

subdivision shall remain in effect until subsequent rules are

promulgated.

(b) Eligibility to take crab in California waters and offshore the state for commercial purposes may be restricted, including the number of traps utilized by that person and any transfer of crab permit, if a persons holding a Dungeness crab permit with landings of less than _5000_lbs. between November 15, 2003 and July 15, 2008, or who have purchased a Dungeness crab permit after July 15, 2008 from a permitholder who landed less than _5000_ lbs. between November 15, 2003 and July 15, 2008.
(c) This section shall remain in effect only until January 1, 2011, and as of that date is repealed unless a later enacted statue, which is enacted before January 1, 2010, deletes or extends that date, or is rendered inoperative by commission regulations.
